U18 Years Term Break Development and Regional Youth League/s
We are prepared to help and promote the development of canoe polo at youth level in the region.  For some years FOA have for its own members ran Tuesday and Thursday term break development days at it’s club venues, U18 year old from other clubs who are interested are welcome to come along and join in on these development days. Preference of places will be given to new club teams and their members. Fee’s £10.00 per day. We have a limited amount of club kit that can be used there will be an additional £5 cost to cover any wear and tear in their usage. 

If there is sufficient interest then potentially we should be able to run more of a structured  U18 Youth League/s either as part of the development day or as part of the NW Leagues and dates mentioned below.
